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OPUS to Build Logistic Center in Stockton

Developer Opus West Corporation has announced plans to build 8.2 million square feet of building space on what will be called the Opus Logistics Center in Stockton.

The project will be built on 474 acres and estimated at $500 million and employ 3,000.

The project is off of Highway 99 and a rail hub of the Union Pacific and Burlington Northern. With the ports of Oakland and San Francisco at capacity, this site close to Highway 99 railroad hubs and near Interstate 5 will provide valuable space in support of
logistics to and through the ‘Golden Gate’.

The first phase of construction will involve four buildings totaling 2.9 million square feet: two buildings of 1.2 million each, one of 400,000 square feet and another of 100,000 square feet.
Opus West anticipates that 13 buildings will go up at the center. The first will be open for business at the end of the fourth quarter 2008.
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
