Teledyne Buys Three Companies, 01-02-08
Thousand Oaks-based Teledyne Technologies has acquired two companies and completed its acquisition of a third.  Teledyne said its subsidiary Teledyne Reynolds has acquired Storm Products Co., a manufacturer of specialty wire, cable, and interconnect products. Teledyne also identified today that it has completed its acquisition of Impulse Enterprise, based in San Diego.  Impulse Electric manufactures underwater electrical interconnects. Last week Teledyne entered into an agreement to acquire the assets of Judson Technologies, LLC, based in Montgomeryville, Pa. Judson is a manufacturer and designer of infrared detectors and related products. Financial terms of the acquisitions were not disclosed. 
NVIDIA acquires PortalPlayer, 01-08-07

Santa Clara-based NVIDIA identified that it has completed its acquisition of PortalPlayer, a maker of semiconductors, software, and technology for the personal media player market. The deal was worth $357M.
Thoma Bravo buys Macrovision Unit, 01-08-08

The Private equity firm Thoma Bravo announced that it has completed its acquisition of Macrovision's Software Business Unit. San Francisco-based Thoma Bravo identified that as a result, it has created a new company named Acresso Software. The new company will include Macrovision's FLEXnet and Installshield software licensing and installation products, along with the Adminstudio software for asset management and license management. The deal was worth approximately $200M, and was originally announced in February.
Autodesk Acquires Hanna Strategies, 01-08-08

Autodesk announced today that it has agreed to acquire engineering services firm Hanna Strategies, who has software development centers in Shanghai, Atlanta, Georgia and Pune, India. The acquisition will increase Autodesk’s investment in developing solutions for Digital Prototyping, Building Information Modeling and 3D and 2D solutions. In addition, Autodesk will add 1,500 development staff members to its China team upon the acquisition. In 2006, Autodesk purchased an ownership interest in Hanna Strategies and the transaction now will acquire the remaining stake. 
Exist Global Acquires DevZuz, 01-08-08

Marina Del Rey-based DevZuz, a venture-backed provider of open source development tools, has been acquired by Exist Global, a software engineering services firm based in the Philippines. 

DevZuz has received at least $9.25M in venture capital investments from Mission Ventures and Redpoint Ventures, and is headed by former Gluecode founder Winston Damarillo. Damarillo is also chairman of Exist Global. DevZuz develops application software used for managing open source and other development projects, based on the Apache Maven and other open source projects; the company was formerly known as Simula Labs. Exist Global identified that the combined entity will focus on strategic software development services for start-up companies, enterprises, and independent software vendors across the globe. Exist Global did not disclose financial terms of the acquisition. 

Seesmic acquires Twhirl, 01-08-08

San Francisco-based Seesmic, the video email and messaging service announced that it has acquired Twhirl, a maker of software for connecting with instant messaging services Twitter, Pownce, and Jaiku. According to Seesmic, Marco Kaiser, the creator of Twhirl, will become a member of Seesmic's team along with the acquisition.
Financial terms of the deal were not disclosed. 
JDSU Acquires Westover’s Fiber Division, 01-08-08
Milpitas, based JDSU announced that it has acquired the fiber division of Westover Scientific Inc., a leading provider of fiber optic inspection and cleaning solutions.  Westover Scientifics’ products complement JDSU’s existing fiber field and lab and production test portfolio and will be integrated with JDSU’s Communications Test and Measurement (CommTest) business, now the largest provider of fiber optic test solutions in the world for service providers, labs and manufacturers.
Westover Scientific, based near Seattle, Washington, designs and manufactures specialized field and lab microscopes necessary to detect dirt and other contaminants that are considered the leading cause of costly faults in fiber optic networks. According to the agreement, which has been completed, JDSU acquired the fiber division of Westover Scientific for $50 million in cash, subject to terms and conditions.  JDSU also intends to acquire Westover Scientifics’ affiliated manufacturing company in Fuzhou, China, which remains subject to certain regulatory approvals.  JDSU expects to complete this second acquisition in the second half of the 2008 fiscal year.      

Monster buys Affinity Labs, 01-08-08

Online job listings company Monster Worldwide Inc. identified that it has acquired for $61 million in cash San Francisco’s Affinity Labs Inc., a firm that operates seven industry-specific networking and job sites. Affinity's Web properties include PoliceLink.com, FireLink.com and NursingLink.com. The company is run by Christopher Michel, who founded Military.com, a networking site that Monster bought in 2004. The sites offer career guides, job listings, trade news and social networking services.

United Natural Foods Expands 01-13-08

United Natural Foods, Inc. announced plans to lease a new, distribution center in Moreno Valley, CA.  The recently constructed 613,200 square foot facility will be the Company's largest distribution center in its Western Region and is strategically located in Southern California's Inland Empire distribution hub.  It will service customers in Southern California, Arizona, Southern Nevada, Southern Utah, and Hawaii.  Operations are scheduled to commence during the summer of 2008 and the facility is expected to employ approximately 340 associates within the first year. The distribution center extends the Company's commitment to enhance efficiencies, lower operating costs in its distribution network and improve productivity through "best in class" warehousing and inventory control systems.  The facility will feature 27,900 square feet of refrigerated storage, expandable to 49,700 square feet; 48,100 square feet of frozen storage, expandable to 75,300 square feet; a 32,800 square foot refrigerated receiving/shipping dock; and 22,700 square feet of warehouse mezzanine space. Michael Funk, United Natural Foods' President and Chief Executive Officer, commented, "We continue to expand the Company's distribution network to accommodate growing consumer demand and are pleased to make this investment in the Moreno Valley community." Barry Foster, Moreno Valley's Economic Development Director, commented, "The City of Moreno Valley is pleased to have a highly respected and quality company such as United Natural Foods join our community.  Having a strategic location near I-215 in Moreno Valley should serve UNFI well in enhancing service to their expanding customer base."
Imeem acquires Snowcap, 01-08-08

San Francisco-based imeem announced that it has acquired SNOCAP, a provider of digital rights and content management software. imeem said the move will expand the mix of products and services that imeem offers to artists and music labels. SNOCAP was a provider of content identification and digital music services, and was founded by former Napster founder Shawn Fanning. imeem operates an online social networking web site. Financial terms of the deal were not disclosed.
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
